Testament, he uses the Apostle Paul (a Benjaminite) to spread the gospel message to the Gentiles.
In Revelation, the last book of the Bible, we are reminded of a remnant of 144,000 people sealed

by GodA¢a -4 +12,000 from each of the 12 tribes of Israel.
