Heather Burch gave distinct

characteristics to each Halfling (RavenÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s living on the edge attitude,

VineÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s sugar addiction, ZeroÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s knack for computers and addiction

to juiceboxes, GlimmerÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s fashion sense).Overall, good writing that kept me turning

pages and wanting to finish the trilogy.
