All the information included is basic and worthwhile for most travelers so overall, its
practical advice is useful.Due to the generalized information of the guide | would suggest using it in
tandem to at least two more resources that look at the country’s culture, economics, business
culture and history in depth. | find that studying a country’s economic resources, culture and history
give you a sense of where the country has been and where it is going in the future, or at least a
theory. You can also use this information to compare and contrast your own culture and business
practices and that of the country that you are visiting, in this case - Asia. The light-hearted and
conversational style of the guide is very appealing and makes it easy to follow and understand for
