Like many
fantasy readers, the legends of Camelot and Avalon fascinate me, and this world includes those
legends in a new and interesting form. It is fascinating to me to see Merlin portrayed as a bad guy
and Hades portrayed as a good guy (you mean you didn’t realize Hades was included in the legend
of Avalon?).The main story is interesting and well told, but | am more interested in the back story of
Avalon and the disappearing blood curses, with which we are primarily tantalized. This character
and story have great depth and potential, and | expect the author to keep me entertained for many

years!

No other book
except the Dresden Files uses magic like a spellslinging cowboy that | have read.Steve McHugh
does amazing things with Nathan Garret, the main character of this series. And in this book, we get
to learn more about what has been going on.
